SUBJECT:  Minutes of the 13 APR 2004 BASAC Meeting

1) The chairman called the meeting to order at 1732.  In addition to the Chairman, 4 board members and 3 others were present. 

2) Welcome/Opening: The chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting.  He thanked everyone for their willingness to shift the meeting to the second Tuesday from the traditional 1st Tuesday of the month due to the conflict with Spring Break.

3) Principal’s Report: 

a) Talent Show – preparation for the 28 May talent show is progressing.

b) Senators’ Spouses visit – BAS had the pleasure of receiving 3 Senators’ spouses on 13 APR.  They took the opportunity to tour the school and meet with some of the children.

c) AP Exams – will be held this week

d) Track meet – the 1st ever track meet will be held Saturday, 17 APR at the new track.  Many parents are coming out to support and help run the event.

4) Student Report: 

a) Field Day – SCA is in charge or organizing field day and begun the necessary planning.

5) Engineering Projects: 

a) Facilities report – the report will be completed shortly and sent out over email.

b) MPR painted – the Multipurpose Room was painted over the break and looks great.

c) Connexes – for the new track equipment will be placed up near the track.

d) Bus GPS – the system for tracking buses on their routes has been installed and is tracked from the School Bus office at BAS.

6) School Liaison Officer Report: 

a) Job Shadowing – job shadowing will be 15 and 16 April; there are over 60 students scheduled to participate.

b) Summer Hire – NSA Summer Hire Job Applications can be submitted on the CHRMA website http://www.CHRMA.hqusareur.army.mil from 15 March to 7 May 2004.  The NSA Summer Hire Program is scheduled to run from 28 June to 6 August 2004.

c) Youth Sponsorship – a new initiative to connect incoming youth with age appropriate youth sponsors within the community is being piloted by CYS.

d) Guard Shack Improvements – work is being done both at NSA and the school to improve the state of the guard shacks.

e) NSA Master Plan – the plan for NSA 2012 is currently being worked.

7) Old Issues: 

a) BASAC Election – 2 Teacher and 2 Parent slots come open this year.  The SLO is running the election.  Nominations are being sought through 1 MAY.  Voting is planned for the week of the 25 MAY.
