3) Principal’s Report: 

a) Talent Show – preparation for the 28 May talent show continues progressing.

b) Passport Day – will be held 20 May.

c) Middle School Prom – will be held 21 May

d) Sports Banquet – sponsored by the Boosters, it will be held 25 May.

e) Music – Scott Rumery will be returning as the music teacher next school year

f) Last day – 10 June will be the last day of school and a half day

g) NCA team – visiting on 10 and 11 May

4) Student Report: 

a) Field Day – will be held 1 Jun for the High School, 4 Jun for the Middle School, and 7 Jun for the Elementary School

b) Elections – for next year’s SCA officers will be held the morning of 1 Jun

c) Prom – will be held 29 May at a chateau in Kortenberg

5) Engineering Projects: 

a) 5 Year Plan – the report will probably not be completed before the end of the year.

b) Cleaning contract – review of contract is complete.

6) School Liaison Officer Report: 

a) Summer Hire – NSA Summer Hire list should be ready by 17 May.

b) Youth Sponsorship – this new initiative mentioned at the last meeting is for both incoming and departing personnel.  Families with youth that are departing should contact the YS to get connected with a youth sponsor at their new duty station.

c) Guard Shack Improvements – work continues to be done both at NSA and the school to improve the state of the guard shacks.

d) Teacher Appreciation – 7 May is a teacher luncheon and each teacher will receive either a plant or chocolates (their choice) as this year’s gift.

7) Old Issues:
