SHAPE and NSA BRUSSELS EDUCATION CENTERS DANTES COLLEGE LEVEL EXAMS:

The SHAPE and NSA Education Centers offer College Level Examination Program (CLEP), Excelsior College Examinations (ECE), DANTES Standardized Subject Tests (DSST) to service members, family members and authorized civilians.

College credit examinations are widely accepted by colleges and universities. By passing these examinations, students may earn one-third or more of the credits required for a college degree. These examinations are available in more than 150 subject areas and are similar to end-of-course tests offered by colleges and universities. The American Council on Education (ACE) recommends college credit for the following credit-by-examination programs. 

It is possible to earn as many as 30 semester hours of college credit by successfully passing the CLEP General Examinations. The CLEP General consists of 5 titles: English Composition with or without essay; Social Science & History; Natural Sciences; Humanities; and College Mathematics. These tests cover material usually taught in most college freshman and sophomore courses. 

The CLEP Subject Examinations measure knowledge of basic concepts, principles, relationships, and applications involved in college courses with the similar title. Credit recommendations range from 3 semester hours of credit for most of the CLEP Subject tests to 6 depending on the institution’s credit policy. 

The DSST program is an extensive series of examinations in college subjects that are comparable to the final or end-of-course examinations in undergraduate courses. ACE recommends 3 semester hours of credit per test. DANTES funds DSST testing for eligible Service members and personnel at DANTES military Test Centers.

Excelsior College Examinations (formerly ACT/PEP) are used to meet specific college degree requirements of the Excelsior College degrees and are accepted for college credit by over 900 colleges and universities. Formerly called the ACT Proficiency Examination Program (ACT PEP), Excelsior College now administers these examinations worldwide.

Paper-and-pencil forms of the ECE exams are available to military personnel through DANTES Test Centers and to eligible overseas civilians through DANTES Test Centers. DANTES funds these exams for eligible military personnel at DANTES military Test Centers.
